     Titanic is a great American romance and disaster film directed by James Cameron in 1997. It describes the ship, Titanic, which sank during its unlucky first voyage. Cameron’s idea to create the film was based on his special interest in the shipwreck (海难). He wanted to express the emotional message of the tragedy. Production on the film began in 1995. The film was partially funded by Paramount Pictures and 20th Century Fox, and, at the time, it was the most expensive film ever made, with a budget of $200 million. Before its release, various film critics (影评人) predicted the film would be a big disappointment at the box office, especially due to it being the most expensive film ever made at the time. The film premiered (首映) on November 1, 1997, at the Tokyo International Film Festival, where reaction was described as "half-hearted" by the new York Times. A film critic for the Los Angeles Times wrote that the film was "a common, complete copy of old Hollywood romances". However, after the official Hollywood premiere on December 14, 1997, positive reviews started to appear in the United States. When the film became a success, it was considered "the love story that stole the world’s hearts". Upon its release on December 19, 1997, the film achieved critical and commercial success. With a worldwide gross income (总收入)of over $1.8 billion, it was the first film to reach the billion-dollar mark, remaining the highest-grossing film of all time for twelve years until Cameron’s next film, Avatar, passed it in 2010.
