If you’ve already found out how to fall asleep, but you’re having trouble staying asleep, this article will tell you how to get a peaceful night’s sleep. It often does harm to your sleep quality to vary your sleeping time. For example, let’s say you usually wake up at 6 a.m. on weekdays to go to work, and get to bed about 10 p.m. when you start to feel sleepy. If, at the weekend, you sleep until 9 a.m., you probably won’t fall asleep that night until 1 a.m. In other words, don’t change your "biological clock". Also, a very short rest in the afternoon could help prevent you from being sleepy during the day. But make sure not to oversleep. Remember that your stomach should neither be too full nor too empty before bedtime. Wait at least three hours after dinner before going to sleep. Avoid drinks like coca cola, coffee or tea. The caffeine (咖啡因)in these drinks can keep you awake at night even if you drink it earlier in the day, as the effects of caffeine last for about 8 hours. Avoid tobacco products in the evenings as well. If you feel a bit hungry and can’t fall asleep, have a light snack about an hour before bedtime. Last but not least, if you often work before a desk, a lack of physical exercise may reduce the quality of your sleep. The human body uses sleep to repair and recover itself. If there isn’t much to recover from, your body’s sleep cycle could be disturbed. You may find it easier to have a deeper sleep after doing a physical exercise like running or swimming. Don’t exercise right before bed; it can make you feel fully awake.
